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General

This document explains the Windows Printer Driver Installation process and driver features available for the MTP-2800 & MTP-2200 Series Modular Thermal Printers.  The following Telpar Thermal Printers are supported by this printer driver installation:

MTP-2822

- 2 inches/sec, 2” wide, 200 DPI

MTP-2832

- 2 inches/sec, 3” wide, 200 DPI

MTP-2242

- 2 inches/sec, 4” wide, 200 DPI

MTP-2242 Scaled
- 2 inches/sec, 4” wide, 200 DPI, 8” page scaled to 4” wide print

MTP-2283

- 2 inches/sec, 8” wide, 300 DPI

This printer driver is for Windows XP and Windows 2000 operating systems.

Preparation

The printer drivers for the MTP-2800 series thermal printers are delivered in a zip file.  The included zip file contains a folder which holds the necessary files for each printer driver.  Unzip the zip file to a location on your hard drive that you can remember for later.

Also included with the printer drivers is an optional printer language monitor which can be used by a programmer to retrieve printer status information.  

If the Printer Language Monitor option is to be selected and a Telpar Printer Language monitor is currently installed on the computer, then the previous version must be removed.  Please follow the instructions for Removing Telpar Printer Language Monitor Printer Driver.

Removing Existing Telpar Printer Language Monitor Printer Driver.

This procedure is only necessary if using the Telpar Printer Language Monitor and a previous version is currently installed on the computer.

1. Open the ‘Printers and Faxes’ window from the ‘Start’ menu under ‘Settings’ then ‘Printers and Faxes’.  

2. Remove existing Telpar Printer Driver.

3. From the ‘File’ menu select ‘Server Properties’ and then select the ‘Drivers’ tab.
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4. Remove the printer drivers which currently use the Telpar Printer Language Monitor.

5. Reboot the computer and continue with Installation procedure.

Installation

1. Connect the desired interface cable to the printer and the PC.

2. Power On the printer.

3. Open the ‘Printers and Faxes’ window from the ‘Start’ menu under ‘Settings’ then ‘Printers and Faxes’.  

4. Double Click ‘Add Printer’ to start the ‘Add Printer Wizard’.

5. Click ‘Next >’ on the ‘Welcome to the Add Printer Wizard’.
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6. On the ‘Local or Network Printer’ screen, select the option that describes the printer you want to use.  Choose ‘Local printer attached to this computer’ for Parallel and Serial ports.  Click ‘Next >’ to continue.
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7. On the ‘Select a Printer Port’ screen, select the port you want your printer to use and click ‘Next >’.  If using the USB interface select the port named ‘USB001 (Virtual printer port for USB)’, or the next available virtual printer port for USB, ie USB002.
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8. On the ‘Install Printer Software’ screen, Click ‘Have Disk’
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9. Now click ‘Browse…’ and navigate to the folder where the printer driver files are located.  This is the location where the zip file was previously unzipped.
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10. Select the MTP-28XX.INF file and click ‘Open’ and then ‘OK’.
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11. The ‘Install Printer Software’ screen will now display a list of available printer drivers to install.  Ten printers will be listed:

The first five drivers listed are the printer driver alone, and the last five are the printer drivers with the MTP-28XX Telpar Language Monitor.

Select the desired printer driver from the list of available drivers and click ‘Next>’.  
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12. Select the desired selections on the following screens and click ‘Next >’ on each screen.

13. The final screen will contain a ‘Finish’ button.  Click ‘Finish’ to complete the installation.

Device Settings

The MTP-2800 Series Thermal Printer driver contains a list of items that are user configurable.  This list of items can be found on the ‘Device Settings’ printer property page.  The following is the Printer Device Settings Properties for the MTP-2283i printer with the default settings.
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Approved Thermal Paper

Selects the default paper size

Cutter

Selects the function of the Cutter.


Page Cut


Cut after each page.


Document Cut


Cut at end of document.


No Cut


No Cut performed.

Cutter Mode

Selects the mode of the Cutter.  The options are either a ‘Full Cut’ or ‘Partial Cut’.  This is only available on the 2”, 3” and 4” printers.

Form Feed


On 

Perform a form feed at the end of printing each page to the end of the currently selected page size.


Off


Do not perform a form feed on each page.

Margin Printing

Enables top and bottom margin printing.  Increases the printable area on a page.

(Added in Firmware Version 2.21)

Presenter Purge

Used in printers with a presenter.  On multi page documents the printer will hold a printed page in the presenter for a period of time to allow the user to retrieve it.  If the user does not retrieve the page within the time period, the page will be purged to allow the printer to print the next page.


Retract 

Purge an untaken document internally.


Eject

Purge an untaken document externally.

Presenter Purge Delay

Used in printers with a presenter.  This option sets the purge delay time.  The default is 5 seconds.

Presenter Purge Last Page Delay

Used in printers with a presenter.  This option sets the purge last page delay time.  The default is 5 seconds.

(Added in Firmware Version 2.33)

Black Mark Detect

Used when printing on pre-printed paper with black marks on the back.  The black marks are aligned with the top of the page.

(Added in Firmware Version 2.21)

Low Current Mode

Set to ‘On’ to enable low current operation.  Depending on the content being printed this may reduce the printing speed of the printer.

(Added in Firmware Version 2.53)
